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� e Jet d’Eau, Geneva’s water jet, is the symbol of 
Geneva; its most famous landmark and one of the most 
photographed tourist attractions in Switzerland. It can 
be seen from afar.
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In English, German and Russian, it is named a� er the 
city, but the French Lac Léman is derived from the Lat-
in Lacus lemanus, as it is in Italian, Spanish and Por-
tuguese, too.
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� e Old Town is the heart of Geneva. Within its 
walls it bears the traces of Roman governors and 
the Kings of Burgundy, the Reformation and he new 
ideas of the Age of Enlightenment. It encompasses 
the soul and the history of Geneva.
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PLACE DES NATIONS

The Place of Nations, located in the 
axis of the central entrance of the Palais 
des Nations, represents Geneva’s con-
tribution to world peace. The ground 
is composed of alternating strips of 
granite and concrete, whose colours 
symbolise the diversity of nations. 
A dozen water jets of varying heights 
gush directly from the ground.

THE BROKEN CHAIR

The Broken Chair is a monument erect-
ed on the Place des Nations, in front 
of the main entrance of the Palais des 
Nations, in August 1997, in memory of 
the victims of anti-personnel mines. 
The composition was intended to stay 
here for three months, until the sign-
ing of the international Convention on 
the Prohibition of the Use, Stockpiling, 
Production and Transfer of Anti-Per-
sonnel Mines and on their Destruction. 
Because the signing of this convention 
was delayed and encountered major 
difficulties, the sculpture remained in its 
spot until 2005, then it was dismantled 
due to the reconstruction of the square. 
In 2007 it was returned to its previous 
location.
The height of the Broken Chair with a 
broken fourth leg is 12 metres. It was 
made from 5.5 tons of wood. The author 
of the project is sculptor Daniel Berset, 
while the physical constructor of the 
project was carpenter Louis Genève.
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PRÉSENTATION
